Top management is committed to minimize risks 
and prevent vehicle accidents by, as a minimum:

Measurable HSE objectives are established for 
continuous improvement of our operations and 
compliance with all standards. 

Only company staff, products, company 
materials and other materials approved by 
management are transported by company 
vehicles.

Using only company approved licensed drivers
Advocating safe vehicle operations, driver 
conduct and driving practices.
Advocating timely accident reporting and 
incident investigation
Defining rules for vehicle fueling operations.

Showing commitment to fully comply with the 
traffic laws of Malawi.
Promoting vehicle inspection and maintenance 
routines.
Ensuring that all company vehicles are serviced 
by qualified mechanics or dealers approved by 
the company.
